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Abstract

The present study aimed to ethnographize the challenges of non-native
teachers in schools with indigenous subcultures. The present research is
qualitative and ethnographic. The statistical population of the research
includes the multi-ethnic city of New Line. The statistical sample is
purposefully selected from the desired type. Data collection tools were semi-
structured observation in the field of research and interview. In order to obtain
the desired data, 6 schools with indigenous subcultures were observed semi-
participatory and 11 teachers with non-native colleagues and local forces were
interviewed. The findings were analyzed by thematic content analysis.
Strategies such as long-term participation in the field of study, use of multiple
resources, repeated reviews, rich description, second coding, and member
control were used to validate. The main results can be classified into 3 main
categories and 15 subcategories as follows. Lack of abilities and capabilities
of non-native teachers in indigenous environments (subcategories: living
conditions in indigenous environments, transportation-related challenges
Non-native teachers, communication challenges, low motivation,
unfamiliarity of non-native teachers with culture-appropriate education, poor
classroom and school management, cultural and linguistic differences and
lack of understanding of cultural diversity), values in indigenous culture and
its impact on teachers' attitudes Non-natives (subcategories: fear of weakening
and destroying indigenous culture, emphasis on raising children in an
indigenous way, indigenous prejudice against indigenous values, indigenous
sensitivities about girls' education, indigenous trust in the abilities of
